Mountain grade extends between Reubens and Sweetwater. Derails are located as follows: Craig Junction, Reubens, Culdesac, Bundy and Sweetwater. Except when in use, derails must be left open. 
All trains will move between Joseph and North Lapwai under telephone block - Westward trains will secure block over telephone from agent North Lapwai and Eastward t rains will surrender block to agent North Lapwai by 

telephone from Joseph. If impossible to raise North Lapwai block may be secured fro m or surrendered to Dispatcher at Lewiston. Train 344 will take siding at North Lapwai forTrain 311.
