Time shown for first-class trains at East Lewiston, is the time of departure at the west lead sw1tch to the mam track. 
Passenger Trains will stop on flag to pick up or let off passengers about one mile east of Central Ferry w~ere ferry er.asses the river. 
When sand is blowing engineers will run with great care and under contr9l where they cannot see track 1s clear, particularly at Schultz Spur. 
Mountain grade extends betwee,n Reubens and Sweetwater. Derails are !ocated as follows: Cottonwood, Craigm.ont, Craig Junction, Reubens, Nucrag, Culdesac, BunJy,Sweetwater and Fort Lapwai. Except when in use derails must
