3. In the State of Washington, conductors of passenger trains con­
sisting of four or more cars, and freight trains consisting of twenty­
five or more cars, must know that brakeman has had one year's 
experience in train service before assigning him to flagging duties. 

4. When necessary to take slack of freight trains with helper on rear, 
it should be done by the helper engine. 

5. Before moving a work or wrecking train the whistle signal (14-b) 
or ( 14-h) must be sounded for the protection of men working 
about such train.

At Lewiston, twenty (20) miles per hour over east switch at 
East Lewiston. 

At Orofino, five (5) miles per hour over Johnson Street on Head­
quarters Line.
