a FULL STOP with ENGINES OFFOSITE EACH OTHER.
Freight tramx autherm:d to-carry ‘passengers, with permxts will be designated by bulletin,

Special care must be exercised when approaching all bluﬂ's where slides are liable to occur, and freight brakenieﬁ must be on: top of

train when approaching and passing all stations and bluffs,
Before passmg any station freight engineers must obtain signal. from rear of train.

Engineers. of all megular trains and delayed regular trains must sound road cross{ng asgnal approaching obsctire curves, to, warn
