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DOUBLE TRACK RULES

No. 1. Double truck extends from West Duluth Junction to Union Depot Junction
switeh at Duluth, and from State Line to Walbridge.

No. 2. 'I'rains meeting between State Line and Walbiridge will be governed the same as
if meeting at a station, and must be positively identified to ench other.

No. 3. ‘Trains running on double track will keep to the right.

No. 4. Specials, extras, work extias and switeh engines do not require telegraphic orders

for movements between West Duluthe Junetion and Duluth, but must observe all other rules -

governing wovement of weegadar teains, Work train extras will keep superintendent advised
of their movements ad will tie up promptly when through with use of track.

No. 5. Work train extras using double track will protect themselves at all times, whether
working under telegraphic orders or not.

SPECIAL RULES

No. 6. West-hownd freight truins meeting pussenger trains at Smithville or Short Line
Park, will not let oft their brakes or start their train until train met has cleared east switeh.

No. 7. Rule 288, Book of RRules, is modified to the extent that Third class trains and
extra trains may ran ahicad of delayed second eluss trains and their sections hetween Duluth
and West Duluth Junetion withont orders.

No. 8. [tule 2588, Book of Rules, 1a modified to the extent that extra trains may run ahead
of third elass trains and thieit sections without orders.

No. 9. lungincers will not be required 1o cousult registers except al initiul or starting
puint.  See rule 308, Book of Rules

No. r0. Retamers wust be used on grades between Pine Grove snd Central Avenue,
Supenor, Carltog and West Duluth Junetion, and other grades where in the judgment of the
engineer they are neeessary.  Coudictors are responsible for applieation of retaining valves
on commencement ul descent, and for their release at the foot of grade.  Such full use of re-
tuiners is vequired as will prevent placing an undue umount of braking on any purticulur ear or
cars, and us will afford full opportunity for engineer to recharge and retain maximum air
pressure al all points.

No. 12. On First District, Iingines heavier than D5 class, and double heading with en-
gines of any class, not permitted between Wentworth and Ashland, When two or more
engines are used or hauled in train they must be separated by three (3) ears. Fifty (50) ton

ore cars londed with ore must not be hauled in above limits. Wrecking cranes and steam
shovels must be separated from engine hauling, and each other, by at least three (3) cars.

No. 13. On Third District, Engines heavier than N. P. class P3, eilher to pull train or be
hauled in truin, and double-heading with engines of any class, arc not permitted on follow-
ing bridges:

St. Louis River, Grassy Point Line.

St. Louis River, at Thomson.

Kettle River, at Rutledge.

Grindstone River, at Hinckley.

Snake River, at Pine City.

When necessary to use two or more engines, they must be separated with five (5) cars.
Wreeking cranes and steam shovels must be separated from engines hundling, and from each
other, by at least three (3) cars.

No. 14. Engines baeking will not exceed Fifteen (15) miles per hour unless equipped
with pilot_on’rearJof tender.

after such surgeon is able to assume charge of the case.

BOARDING AND NURSING are furnished only at our own hospitals. We are not respon-
sible for bills incurred elsewhere unless specinlly authorized or approved by the Chief Surgeon,
and then only in critical cases of injury or illness occurring in the discharge of duty.
