REGISTER TICKELS. (FORM 608)—Conductors of all trains (except passenger trains) will leave with operator at each open tele-
graph effice belween Berner and Bismarek, both inelusive except Berner eastbound, two register tickets properly filled out (including time).
Operatora must be watehing for them, cheek time shown and correet if wrong, and report {o Superintendent by wire any foilure to leave
them, For light engines, operators will fill out the register tickets,  nginemen of freight trains and light engines will secure one of these
tickets frcm the operator, and if ticket is not furnished they will report by wire from the nest open telegraph office. At Bismarek, if the
operator is not out to deliver vegister tickets, all freight trains and light engines will stop and secure same, and at other points, light
engines will stop and seeure ticket if n‘)emtm' is not out. Operator will file one copy of ticket. 1f operators are unable to find blanks
thrown off by conduetors, they will fill out one and hand to the engine crew of the following trains.  When an operator is absent for
meals, a white marker with the letter “C" on it will be exnosed to notify trains that office is closed.

NOTE

Surgeons will attend when colled upon officially, to all eases of accident occurring to employes or passengers.

In cases of sickness it is the intention to limit medical service to the locality or town where a surgeon resides, unless some urgent necessity
exists, for which distinet official authority must be had in accordance with established regulations. .

Railway officials are required to call on the nearest authorized surgeons whenever practicable, or when surgical or medical serviees are
needed. When such are accessible, the Association will not be responsible for bills for medical services rendered by any other physician.
In the event of a sudden emergency arising from accident, if necessary, proper surgical aid should be procured until the arrival of a regu-
larly appointed surgeon, when the case should be placed in his charge; and in no case should the services of any but an authorized sur-
geon be continued at the expense of the Railway Company or of the Association, after such surgeon is able to assume charge of the case.
Bourding and nursing are furnished only-at our own hospitals. We are not responsible for bills incurred elsewhere, unless specially author-
zed or approved by the Chief Surgeon, and then only 1n critical cases of injury or illness occurring in the discharge of duty.
