that state took from 30 to 91 per cent of
the prize money.

Prize-winning has not been confined
to grains, however, In Shorthorn and
Hereford cattle and Hampshire sheep,
Montana took 38 prizes, including six
firsts, five seconds, ten thirds, and in no
case winning lower than eighth place.

In the combined crop yield per acre,
Montana led the Union by a large mar.
gin in 1927, with 157.2 per cent of the
average for the previous ten years. The
combined average for the United States
was only 102.5 per cent of the average
for the previous ten years, Three states
of the Northern Pacific country—Mon-
tuna, North Dakota snd Idaho—ranked
respectively first, third and fourth in
the nverage increase of crop yields in
1927.
