As America aims knockout punches
at our enemies, this new Diesel-electric
locomotive is performing yoeman service
in speeding freight along the *“Main
Street of the Northwest””. Immensely
big, immensely powerful, this giant of
the rails represents just a fraction of the
new motive power now being created
for the Northern Pacific.

Nearly two-thirds of a block long,
this locomotive is built in four articu-
lated sections. Its sixteen electric
motors transmit to the axles five

thousand, four hundred horsepower—
generated by four gigantic Dieselengines.
Its tanks hold sufficient fuel oil to heat
an average home for three full years. But
all statistics pale beside the simple fact
that this locomotive means tremendous
added pulling power—now—for the
trains that help move America toward
victory.

During 1944, seven of these loco-
motives will go to work on the Northern
Pacific. Four more will follow next year.
